· Helpful formula: In ___title___, ___author___ + [rhetorically accurate verb: assert, argue, suggest, imply, claim] + THAT clause with major assertion…

How does the author to it? 
· Search for rhetorical evidence: rhetorical patterns (narration, description, compare & contrast, etc.) and rhetorical strategies (simile, metaphor, allusion, tone, mood, parallelism, sense appeal, syntax & diction techniques)
Why does the author do it?
· A statement of the author’s apparent purpose (introduce with the infinitive “to”).

For whom does the author do it?

· A description of the intended audience and/or the relationship the author establishes with the audience.
